Windows Media Player, A How to Guide
Windows Media Player (WMP) is a free program with the Microsoft Windows system.  It is a good means of collecting, organizing, and viewing Digital Curriculum videos or video clips and storing them for later use.  Here’s how.

Creating a Playlist with Windows Media Player (Version 9.0)
1. Prior to this operation you would have downloaded any videos or video clips from Digital Curriculum.  These can be stored in your “My Documents/My Videos” folder on your hard drive or on a server.
2. Open the Windows Media Player (WMP) program

3. Go to the File menu at the top of the screen and select New Playlist (Ctrl-N) Give it a name like “DC Videos”.  This is a folder that you will store your videos in for playback in Media Player
4. Begin with a Search of your computer.  WMP will store any videos it finds in the All video/genre/unknown folder in the Media Library

5. To get there; select Media Library from the column on the left of the screen.  

6. Open up the nested folders by clicking on the + sign on all videos, genre and unknown.  You should see all of the videos on your computer in the list
7. To move them to your Playlist, go to the File menu and select Edit Playlist

8. Click an item from the Media Player to add to the playlist.  To change the way items are sorted in the Media Library list, click the View Media Library
9. Select “Video” and you should see all of  videos stored on your computer or file server
10. Simply click on a video you want to move to your DC Videos playlist
Playing videos on Windows Media Player (Version 9.0)
1. To play your video from Windows Media Player, open the program
2. Click on Media Library on the left column

3. Find you playlist from the My Playlists folder 

4. And click on the video you wish to play

5. As the video begins to play, select Full screen from the View menu or press the Alt+Enter keys

6. Pressing the Esc key brings you back  Use the buttons on the bottom of the Windows Media Player screen to play, stop, pause or adjust the volume

Playing Videos from Your Desktop

1. Having stored your downloads on your computer or a server, find the video or video clip you want to show to your class

2. Right click on the file name and pick “Send To”.  A side window will pop up and you can pick “Desktop (create shortcut)”

3. When ready to view the video, simply right-click on the movie icon
4. As the video begins to play, select Full screen from the View menu or press the Alt+Enter keys

5. Pressing the Esc key brings you back.  Use the buttons on the bottom of the Windows Media Player screen to play, stop, pause or adjust the volume
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
