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North Dakota


STAGENET connects state and local government, K-12 and higher education. Mandated participation, representative governance. Minimum of T1 to each district with a high school at cost to state of $1.7 M, after E-rate discounts. Appropriated biennially from general fund. 8 regional staff provide training and support to 168 public school districts.








Minnesota


Higher education and public library connections not fully funded, K-12 connections not currently funded. About 80% of K-12 districts and 98% of public libraries  receive Internet, video and data services through regional consortia. 








Wisconsin


K-12 districts pay $100/month for T1 data/Internet or $250/month for DS3 video. One T1 provided to each high school; standalone K-8 not connected�directly. State universal service fund assesses intrastate telecom�providers, yields about $16 M annually for K-12. Member networks of the Wisconsin Association of Distance Education Networks (WADEN) provide support for video distance education.  State also funds inter-network connectivity.�





South Dakota


Digital Dakota Network connects state government, higher education and K-12.  Minimum of T1 to each of 400 -500 schools in 175 districts at annual cost of $3.5 M, before E-rates.  Online distance learning clearinghouse operated by state.  Appropriated from general fund.








Illinois


Illinois Century Network connects state government, K-12 districts, public libraries higher education and others.  Bandwidth is determined by enrollment,  and connections are provided at no cost to education sites, libraries and museums. Participation is voluntary.  Funded by state appropriation of approximately $24 M.  9 regions provide support.








Nebraska


State agencies, K-12, higher education and libraries are now working to implement a common, statewide telecommunications backbone to lower costs and improve service.  








Kansas


Kan-Ed backbone network now being deployed to reduce cost of access by participating K-12, public library, higher education and health care institutions.  Projected annual cost is $10 M, funded by state universal service fund.








Iowa


Iowa Communications Network connects state government, higher education, K-12 districts and some public libraries.  Districts choose point to which DS3 is connected, pay $100—300/month for Internet and $6 hour for video.  K-12 portion costs $3 M before e-rates, funded by state appropriation annually.











Missouri


MOREnet (Missouri Research and Education Network) operated by UM, provides Internet, Internet2, technical support, videoconferencing services and training to Missouri's K-12 schools, colleges and universities, public libraries, health care, state government and other affiliated organizations.  T1 connection to each district at annual cost to district of $1,500—$6,000, depending on number of FTE’s.  MOREnet’s 1999 budget was $26.5M, funded by legislative appropriation.
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
